October 13, 2023 from 1:20 pm until 3:45 pm. 
 
The weather was sunny and hot with a light breeze.  Saltmarsh Mosquitos were 
plentiful! 
 
25 species and 97 individual adult butterflies were observed in 145 minutes of searching 
by Marc Minno, John Lampkin, Donald Fraser, plus Javier Berrios, Mary Christman, 
Paul Dunn, Benjamin and Brenda Gooden, Dana and Suzanne Green, Bruce 
Himelman, Jennifer Hughes, Pamela Korte, Michelle Langham, Michelle Lovatt, Sam 
Micner, Robert Palmer, Irina Pigman, Adele and John Skolits, Angela Smith, Michael 
Sofman, and Linda Worchel (Florida Birding & Nature Festival Field Trip). 
 
We also found four third stage caterpillars of the Long-tailed Skipper on Ticktrefoil 
(Desmodium incanum).  This is the first record of the Polydamas Swallowtail for the 
Schultz Nature Preserve.
